Critiques should be
at least % page in length, if typewritten, and a full page if written by hand.

iii. Submit a written plan of action to implement at least one new idea learned from the confe-
rence. This plan should contain: the topic, your idea for implementation, a timeline, con-
straints you may find implementing the idea, and resources needed to make your plan a real-
ity. Your plan should be one page in length.

Completed work is due by 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, February 6™ and should be turned in at the Saturday evening class. If you cannot
meet this deadline other arrangements must be made with Shirley Durham, Instructor. All work must be received by Monday, Febru-
ary 8™ for credit to be granted. Your class grade is given on a pass/fail basis. If you complete the work on time, you will pass the
class.
